- Community outreach for volunteers in garden and general assistance 

- Community outreach and press/media outreach for garden project 

- Seek and coordinate materials/supplies for garden 

- Ability to be on-site at garden events and to oversee key volunteer work days and     

  event days 

Helpful but not required: Familiarity with vegetable gardening/farming; a knowledge of local businesses and organizations with shared interests;

Time Commitment: Flexible part-time hours averaging 15 hours per 7-day week. 

Stipend: $20 per hour paid on a monthly basis from March through October.
